An event portfolio and completed application form are required for the
consideration of the award. An event portfolio will include: documentation of pre-
planning, flyers/promotional items used, pictures of the event, and a written
summary including the personal take-away from the event. American Saddlebred
promotional materials (i.e. pamphlets, coloring pages, etc.) are available from
ASHA if applicants would like to include them in their event.

The scholarship recipient will be selected by the SNESA officers and Board of
Directors. The award will be presented at the SNESA 2020 Year End Banquet.
